5. Funding will be provided upon approval by the Greeley Rotary Club Board of Directors.
6.  Preference will be given to proposal requests of $500 or less.
7. If funded, a final report will be due to the Greeley Rotary Club detailing the impact the project funds had on short and long term range of the organization and/or the community.
