The cur-

rent bags are worn out 

and badly needing re-

placement.   The bags are 

critical to ensure a safe, 

convenient and sanitary 

process to keep the meals 

piping hot from the 

kitchen at the Center to 

each person’s home.  This 

past year the Sheridan 

Senior Center served over 

54,000 home delivered 

meals throughout Sheri-

dan County. 

     Rotarians also demon-

strate their support to the 

Home Delivered Meals 

program 52 weeks a year 

by driving two of the 13 

routes each and every 

Tuesday. For the past 20 

years, all 130 members 

take turns delivering 

meals as part of Rotary’s

to stories being read by Ro-

tarians. 

     District Governor Mary 

McCambridge has been en-

couraging clubs to support 

literacy efforts throughout 

District 5440 with her liter-

acy matching fund program.  

The Windsor club decided to 

use part of this money to 

help cover the cost of the 

Literacy Carnival.  Peter 

Jochems, Windsor club 

president said, “the future 

wellbeing of our communi-

ties is tied directly to liter-

acy.  Literacy, at all ages, is 

one of the critical building 

blocks to ensure that people 

have the skills necessary to 

be successful in life.  Mak-

ing sure children get pre-

pared for school is the first 

step.”

     More than twenty volun-

teers were in Loveland on 

September 6th to attend the 

kick-off meeting for the 

2012 District Conference 

coming up June 7th to the 9th 

at the YMCA of the Rockies 

in Estes Park.   

     “We have 26 working 

committees involving about 

45 chairs and co-chairs,”

help to make it all possible,” 
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The Jackson Hole Rotary Supper Club members offered an enjoyable variety of 80+ wines 

and more than 125 fabulous auction items during their September 11th fundraiser on the Jack-

son Town Square.  Paired with other JH Chamber of Commerce events, including the Taste 

of the Tetons (local chefs offering their favorite palate pleasers) and the Fall Arts Festi-

val sale of art by local artists.    Proceeds of the wine tasting will be split between the Cham-

ber and the elk antler project that replaces the last of the four Elk Antler Arches on the Town 

Square, first built by Rotarians many decades ago.   On average, each arch requires $85,000 

worth of dropped antlers that Rotarians purchase from local collectors throughout the year to 

continue this community tourist attraction.   Auction proceeds are used to fund a wide variety 

of charitable projects throughout the year.  Visiting Rotarians from Venice, FL, and a few of 

Jackson's Lunch Club members joined ranks with the Supper Club to participate in this an-

nual event that puts Rotary on full display in what has become a huge art gathering success in 

Jackson Hole for the local economy several weeks each September.

Star Valley Rotarian, Lloyd Baker, celebrates 100 years 

He surveyed the Carlin Gold 

Mine in Nevada, worked on 

a reservoir project north of 

Las Vegas, helped with de-

isngs for the Bay Area’s 

Rapid Transit system.  Baker 

worked on nuclear plants in 

Massachusetts, Maryland 

and Connecticut.  When he 

retired in 1973, he returned 

to Wyoming.  Baker is the 

father of five children.  He 

has 17 grandchildren and 

more than 40 great-

grandchildren. 

     Baker joined the Star 

Valley Rotary club in 1993 

and is a Paul Harris Fellow. 

     Lloyd Baker, BS '40, 

Civil Engineering, turned 

100 years old on May 17.  In 

his senior year of high 

school, Baker was a runner 

up to a scholarship to UW 

through the 4-H program 

and the Union Pacific Rail-

road.  The recipient chose 

not to go and so Baker was 

given rail fare from Kem-

merer to Laramie and stud-

ied Agriculture due to a re-

quirement of the scholar-

ship.  Baker took a four year 

break from his studies and 

returned to UW in the fall of 

1935, riding atop a freight 

train.  Upon graduation, 

Baker’s first job was with 

the Bureau of Reclamation 

in Farson, Wyo.  He married 

Edna Marie Welborn in 

Denver and when the Farson 

project was complete, they 

moved to Arizona and then 

California.  The onset of 

World War II brought de-

mand for shipyards and 

Baker worked designing the 

yards where the Liberty 

ships would be constructed.  

Baker moved to Utah and 

worked on Hill Air Force 

Base and was teaching in 

Logan in the fall of '43.  

Baker took a job teaching 

math in Boise, Idaho and 

when the head of the engi-

neering college was called to 

war, Baker replaced him for 

a one year contract.  Baker 

went on to work for the soil 

and conservation service in 

Montpelier and then worked 

for a phosphate mine.  Later 

he worked as a city engineer 

for Mountain View, Calif.  

In 1963, Baker opened his 

own surveying company.

gram. Making the an-

nouncement was Tom Car-

rigan , Chairman of Kids 

Pak and Kristin Bieri from 

the food bank. 

     Kids Pak started in April 

of 2009. Initially serving 38 

elementary students in 

Loveland. The much 

needed  Kids Pak expanded 

to 70 students in the follow-

ing September. By May of 

2010, 15 Loveland schools 

received 120 packs. The 

program has been funded in 

large part through members 

directly to Kids Pak. The 

Rotary Foundation has con-

tributed $5,000 this past 

year. At the start of the sum-

mer a RYLA student brought 

appeal letters to hundreds of 

Loveland businesses. Kids 

Pak was awarded " Best New 

Program” at the 2010 district 

conference. This last May, 

Kids Pak received a $5,000 

grant from the District. 

     Tom Carrigan, current 

Chairman, says the need for 

more continues to rise. Love-

land Rotary as added two 

schools in Berthoud starting 

in September. Increase in 

requests continue at other 

schools. With Berthoud, Ro-

tary is packing 146 packs 

each week. Food is packed at 

House of Neighborly Service 

in downtown Loveland and 

delivered in four routes on 

Thursday.

Collins After Work, proposed that the 

club get involved with Project One.
